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Cybercrime has become an increasingly pervasive threat in today's digital era, as
the world becomes more reliant on online platforms for personal, financial, and
governmental activities. The scope of cybercrime is vast and includes identity
theft, phishing scams, financial fraud, and even issues like digital arrests, where
individuals are targeted or wrongfully accused in the online space.

In response to this rising concern, Unnat Bharat Abhiyan SLIET, in
collaboration with Baba Farid Education Welfare Society (Regd.) Longowal,
organized a crucial awareness campaign on Cybercrime. The event was
coordinated by Prof. Pardeep Kumar Jain, Prof. Parveen Kaur Khanna, and
Dr. Mandeep Ghai, who played an active role in educating the participants.

The primary goal of the program was to raise awareness among rural girls from
various villages about the growing threats of cyber fraud and provide them with
practical tools to safeguard their online presence. These women were briefed on
the various forms of cybercrime and given tips on how to stay safe while
interacting with digital platforms.

A key aspect of the campaign was clearing misconceptions surrounding "digital
arrests,” a phenomenon associated with online fraud. Participants were informed
that the concept of digital arrests is not legally grounded, as it is a growing scam
tactic used by cybercriminals. The awareness session also covered the
Information Technology (IT) Act, which serves as the legal framework to deal
with cybercrimes in India. Various real-life examples were shared to show how
such frauds occur and how individuals can protect themselves through digital
literacy and cautious online behavior.

By the end of the program, the participants were not only better informed about
the threats posed by cybercriminals but also empowered with the knowledge of
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legal provisions and safety measures available to them. This initiative plays a
vital role in promoting digital literacy and empowering individuals, particularly
in rural areas, to navigate the online world safely and securely.
