| The Institute shall support a maximum of 20 projects, preferably ensuring representation of at least two
projects from each department, including interdisciplinary proposals.
2. Projects shall be selected on the basis of scrutiny and presentation before the Institute Innovation Cell
(11C), with due involvement of domain experts from the respective departments.
3. Each project team shall comprise 5 to 10 students, preferably spanning from first year to final year,
and may include participants from ICD/UG/PG programs and diverse academic disciplines.
4. All project proposals must be duly forwarded through the respective Heads of Departments (HODs).
along with the name(s) and recommendations of the Faculty Advisor(s), addressed to the President.
[nstitute Innovation Cell (IIC). HODs are requested to undertake preliminary scrutiny of the proposals

prior to submission to the I1C.
5. Selected projects shall be eligible for financial support of up to ¥50,000/- per project, in accordance

with Institute norms.
6. The sanctioned funds shall be utilized strictly in accordance with the approved project proposal and

submitted budget.
7. No TA/DA shall be admissible from the sanctioned project funds.
Any revision in the budget, within the sanctioned limit, may be submitted to the I1C office for approval.

9. A project progress report along with a budget utilization certificate, duly signed by the Faculty
Advisor(s), must be submitted to the IIC office by March 2027.
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Project proposals may be submitted on a rolling basis throughout the year. All submissions shall be duly reviewed
and evaluated by the selection committee for consideration and approval. Students are required to submit a duly
filled and signed proposal proforma in hard copy to the IIC office and send a soft copy to iic@sliet.ac.in.
