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Report on the 4th Eye Camp Organized by Baba Farid Educational and Welfare
Society in collaboration with UBA SLIET

The 5th Eye Camp was successfully organized on November 22-23, 2025, by the Baba

The primary objective of the camp was to deliver accessible, high-quality eye care to
underserved communities, ensuring timely diagnosis and treatment for preventable eye
conditions. The camp achieved significant outcomes:

101 eye surgeries were successfully performed.

300 patients received free spectacles to correct vision impairments.

600 patients underwent detailed eye examinations for cataracts, refractive errors,
and other ocular issues.
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These achievements highlight the camp’s success in offering vital medical services to
individuals who often lack access to specialized healthcare.
